C. Community Development Block Grant Bid Results - Alisa Anderson / Nate Suhr

The City published an advertisement for bids on August 21 and 28, 2021 for the Community
Development Block Grant - 2021 project. The Project included ADA improvements at both
Mountain View and Indian Hills Parks. The Engineer's Estimate for the project was
$175,174.00. Bid opening for the project took place on September 7th, 2021, at which one (1)
bid was received. The bid received was in the amount of $286,497.48 and was submitted by
Quality Contractors, LLC. A bid tabulation is included in the Committee packet. This was
reviewed by the Public Works/Finance Committee on September 13, 2021 and the Committee
recommended rejection of the bids.

ACTION: Reject the low bid from Quality Contractors, LLC.

D. Moscowberfest Alcohol Use Request in Entertainment District - Amanda Argona

The Moscow Chamber of Commerce is hosting the inaugural Moscowberfest on Saturday, October
2nd, from 4 pm to 8 pm on Main Street between 3rd and 5th Streets. The event is intended to be
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an annual event stylized in the spirit of fall folk festivals. The applicant anticipates 16 (sixteen)
beer and/or wine tents/vendors and four (4) food vendor tents, face painting, chalk drawing,
yodeling competition, chicken dance, sidewalk checkers, two music locations featuring traditional
music, cardboard cutouts for photo opportunities. etc. The event has been reviewed and approved
as of August 25, 2021. Following standard operating procedures for events with alcohol that are
within the Entertainment District boundaries, Moscowberfest is requesting a temporary suspension
of the open container law by resolution. Per Moscow City Code, Section 10-1-12; a draft resolution
has been prepared for Council's consideration. This was reviewed by the Administrative
Committee on September 13, 2021 and recommended for approval.

ACTION: Approve the resolution allowing for the temporary suspension of the open container
law within the event footprint of Moscowberfest for the duration of the event.

E. Consideration of the Meadow Brooke Second Addition Pedestrian Bridge - David Schott

The City of Moscow received a proposal from Germer Construction, Inc. who is the owner
and contractor developing the Meadow Brooke Second Addition Subdivision. The proposal
includes two options for the installation of a pedestrian bridge and a ten (10) foot pathway
over Paradise Creek south of Meadow Brook Second Addition and north of Meadow
Street. The pedestrian bridge will connect to the existing pathway at Carol Ryrie Brink Nature
Park north of the Moscow School District Community Playfields to West View Drive to the
north. The proposal also includes a 50/50 cost share with the City. If approved, the City would
be responsible for half of the cost of the bridge, which would range from $44,528 to
$59,598. This project is currently not part of the Capital Improvement Plan and not funded in
the City's FY2021 or FY2022 Budgets. The proposed shared use path provided by a pedestrian
bridge is supported by the 2008 City of Moscow Paradise Path System Conceptual Master
Plan in this location. This was reviewed by the Public Works/Finance Committee on
September 13, 2021 and recommended for approval.

PROPOSED ACTIONS: Approve City financial participation in the construction of a
pedestrian bridge over Paradise Creek with a 50/50 cost share with Germer Construction, Inc.
in the amount of $44,528 to $59,598.

F. Professional Services Amended Agreement for Alternative Water Supply Project - Tyler
Palmer

The City of Moscow is administering the contract on behalf of the Palouse Basin Aquifer
Committee for the Palouse Groundwater Basin Alternative Water Supply Project. The base project
anticipated the need for amendments as the project progressed. This amendment extends the work
to include additional work to coordinate with fisheries, and also generate operations and
maintenance estimates for alternatives 1 and 2. The proposed amendment extends the contract time
to March 31, 2022, and adds $56,605.00 to the contract, which will be transferred to the City prior
to any payment on the amendment. This amendment was approved by PBAC at their August 19,
2021 meeting, contingent on the approval for the extension of administrative services by the
City. This was reviewed by the Administrative Committee on September 13, 2021 and
recommended for approval.

ACTION: Approve the proposed Amended Agreement for Alternative Water Supply Project.

G. AT&T Amendment to Wireless Communication Facility Agreement - Gary J. Riedner

Staff has been approached by AT&T with a request to install and operate one generator and
supporting infrastructure on the Residence Street water tank. This additional equipment
requires additional ground space which is also requested and included in the amended
agreement. The current agreement with AT&T needs to be amended to allow additional
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equipment to be installed. This Amendment is in accordance with the Co-location resolution
that was adopted by the City Council on February 5th 2001. The amendment has been
reviewed and approved by the City Attorney, and includes construction plans that have been
reviewed and approved by the City Engineering staff. This was reviewed by the Public
Works/Finance Committee on September 13, 2021 and recommended for approval.

ACTION: Approve the AT&T proposal to amend the Wireless Communication Facility
Agreement.

5. PUBLIC HEARING: Woodbury Annexation, Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation,
Zoning Designation, Preliminary Plat, and Planned Unit Development (ACTION ITEM) - Mike
Ray
The applicant, Wintz Company, LLC, is requesting the annexation, Comprehensive Plan land use
designation amendment, rezoning, preliminary subdivision plat, and Planned Unit Development (PUD)
of a 21.73-acre property generally located north of Slonaker Drive, east of Arborcrest Road, and south
of Trail Road. The current Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation is Auto-Urban Residential and
the proposal is a combination of the Auto-Urban Residential and Suburban Commercial designations.
The zoning of the subject property is currently Agriculture Forestry (AF) and the proposal is to rezone
to a combination of the Moderate Density, Single Family Residential (R-2) Zone and the Neighborhood
Business (NB) Zone. The proposed preliminary plat and PUD contains 74 lots ranging from 3,794 to
17,973 square feet in size, referred to as Woodbury Subdivision. The City of Moscow Planning and
Zoning Commission conducted a public hearing for the proposed Comprehensive Plan Land Use
Designations, Rezone, Preliminary Plat, and PUD on August 25, 2021 and recommended approval with
three conditions.

PROPOSED ACTIONS: Conduct the public hearing upon the annexation, Comprehensive Plan land
use designations, zoning designations, PUD, and preliminary plat and upon consideration of any
testimony presented:

1. Approve the Annexation Ordinance under suspension of the rules requiring three complete and
separate readings and that it be read by title and published by summary; or consider the
Annexation Ordinance on first reading; or reject the Annexation Ordinance; or take other action
as deemed appropriate.

2. If the Annexation Ordinance is approved, approve the proposed Comprehensive Plan Land Use
Designation Resolution and adopt the Planning and Zoning Commission Reasoned Statement
of Relevant Criteria; or reject the proposed Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation
Resolution and direct staff to prepare a Reasoned Statement of Relevant Criteria; or take other
action as deemed appropriate.

3. If the Annexation Ordinance is approved and the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation
Resolution is approved, approve the proposed Zoning Ordinance under suspension of the rules
requiring three complete and separate readings and that it be read by title and published by
summary and adopt the Planning and Zoning Commission Reasoned Statement of Relevant
Criteria; or consider the Zoning Ordinance on first reading; or reject the Zoning Ordinance and
direct staff to prepare a Reasoned Statement of Relevant Criteria; or take other action as deemed
appropriate.
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4. If the Annexation Ordinance is approved, the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation
Resolution is approved, and the proposed Zoning Ordinance is approved, approve the PUD for
Woodbury Addition and adopt the Planning and Zoning Commission Reasoned Statement of
Relevant Criteria; or approve the PUD with conditions and direct staff to prepare a Reasoned
Statement of Relevant Criteria; or reject the PUD and direct staff to prepare a Reasoned
Statement of Relevant Criteria; or take other such action deemed appropriate.

5. If the Annexation Ordinance is approved, the Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designation
Resolution is approved, the proposed Zoning Ordinance is approved, and the proposed PUD is
approved, approve the preliminary plat for Woodbury Addition with conditions and adopt the
Planning and Zoning Commission Reasoned Statement of Relevant Criteria; or approve the
preliminary plat with no conditions and direct staff to prepare a Reasoned Statement of
Relevant Criteria; or reject the preliminary plat and direct staff to prepare a Reasoned Statement
of Relevant Criteria; or take other such action deemed appropriate.

6. Replacement of Ordinance 2021-06 with Ordinance 2021-06A (ACTION ITEM) - Mike Ray

On June 7, 2021, City Council approved Ordinance 2021-06, which pertained to the annexation of a
235-acre property generally located south of the west Palouse River Drive ball fields property and west
of the Schweitzer Engineering Laboratories property. The City subsequently received a letter from the
Idaho State Tax Commission, dated August 6, 2021, stating that there were deficiencies in the exhibit
map submitted by the applicant which was attached to the ordinance. The applicant has since corrected
the items identified by the Tax Commission and the revised exhibit map has been attached to the
replacement Ordinance 2021-06A for the Council's consideration.

PROPOSED ACTIONS: Approve the replacement of Ordinance 2021-06 with Ordinance 2021-06A;
or take such other action deemed appropriate.

7. Proposed Neighborhood Traffic Calming Policy (ACTION ITEM) - Bill Belknap

Over the last year, staff has received multiple requests for the installation of traffic calming devices in
different locations within the community. In order to assess the requests, staff identified the need to
develop a standardized process and approach to addressing traffic calming device requests. Over the
last six months, the Transportation Commission reviewed policies of other communities and worked
on the development of a Neighborhood Traffic Calming Policy for the City. The proposed policy
addresses the process of submitting a request, evaluation metrics, and identifies potential traffic calming
measures. The proposed policy is now before the City Council for consideration and adoption.

PROPOSED ACTIONS: Approve and adopt the proposed Neighborhood Traffic Calming Policy and
associated Resolution; or provide staff further direction.

DESCRIPTION

The City published an advertisement for bids on August 21 and 28, 2021 for the Community
Development Block Grant - 2021 project. The Indian Hills part of the project consists of all necessary
work to install a prefabricated concrete restroom and an ADA-compliant parallel parking space located at
the Northeast intersection of Indian Hills Drive and Blaine Street in Moscow, Idaho. The project will
also include the excavation of soils, installation and connection of sanitary, electrical, and water service
lines, and the installation of concrete sidewalk. The Mountain View Park pathway generally consists of
the installation of sidewalk and two pedestrian ramps at Mountain View Park, located in Moscow, Idaho.
This project will also include the obliteration and marking of pavement, the grubbing and removal of
trees and brush, the installation of gabion baskets, and the installation of parking access symbols and
parking stops. The Engineer's Estimate for the project was $175,174.00.

Bid opening for the project took place on September 7th, 2021, at which one (1) bid was received. The
bid received was in the amount of $286,497.48 and was submitted by Quality Contractors, LLC. A bid
tabulation is attached. Staff spoke with the Idaho Department of Commerce on September 10, 2021 and
received approval from Tony Tenne to reject all bids and rebid for spring construction. This was
reviewed by the Public Works/Finance Committee on September 13, 2021 and the Committee
recommended rejection of the bids.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Reject all bids.

DESCRIPTION

The Moscow Chamber of Commerce is hosting the inaugural Moscowberfest on Saturday, October
2nd, from 4 pm to 8 pm on Main Street between 3rd and 5th Streets. The event is intended to be an
annual event stylized in the spirit of fall folk festivals. The applicant anticipates 16 (sixteen) beer
and/or wine tents/vendors and four (4) food vendor tents, face painting, chalk drawing, yodeling
competition, chicken dance, sidewalk checkers, two music locations featuring traditional music,
cardboard cutouts for photo opportunities. etc. The event has been reviewed and approved as of
August 25, 2021.

Following standard operating procedures for events with alcohol that are within the Entertainment
District boundaries, Moscowberfest is requesting a temporary suspension of the open container law
by resolution. Per Moscow City Code, Section 10-1-12; a draft resolution has been prepared for
Council's consideration.

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RESOLUTION NO.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF MOSCOW, A MUNICIPAL CORPORATION OF THE
STATE OF IDAHO, TO ALLOW FOR THE TEMPORARY VENDING OF BEER AND/OR
WINE AND EXEMPTION TO THE OPEN CONTAINER PROHIBITION IN THE
ENTERTAINMENT DISTRICT UNDER SPECIFIC REGULATIONS AND UNDER CERTAIN
LIMITED CONDITIONS PURSUANT TO MOSCOW CITY CODE 10-1-12; PROVIDING
THIS RESOLUTION TO BE EFFECTIVE UPON ITS PASSAGE AND APPROVAL.

WHEREAS, Moscow City Code 9-6-35 and 9-8-17 prohibit any person from selling, serving,
giving away, dispensing, consuming or carrying any beer or wine in open containers on or in any
public street, highway, alley, lane, sidewalk, public or private parking lot, conveyance, or primary
and secondary school facility in the City of Moscow, Idaho (hereinafter “City””) except in
accordance with specific regulations adopted by the Council by Resolution; and

WHEREAS, The Entertainment District is defined in Moscow City Code 10-1-12 as an exemption
to the Open Containers Prohibition (hereinafter “The Entertainment District”); and

WHEREAS, Moscow Chamber of Commerce and Visitor Center (hereinafter “the Event
Sponsor”) desires to have its sponsored event, Moscowberfest (hereinafter “the Permitted Event™),
in The Entertainment District (see Attachment “A”); and

WHEREAS, the Permitted Event is an event or series of events sponsored by the Event Sponsor,
intended to promote family and community fellowship; and

WHEREAS, Council wishes to allow for the vending and responsible consumption of beer and/or
wine under certain conditions, contained herein and during limited hours during the Permitted
Event; and

WHEREAS, Council wishes to prohibit the sale and/or consumption of liquor during the
Permitted Event; and

WHEREAS, Council believes the regulations contained herein are appropriate; and

WHEREAS, Council believes that the specific regulations contained herein balance health and
safety concerns of citizens with the desire to promote responsible use of alcoholic beverages; and

WHEREAS, nothing contained in this Resolution is intended to waive other laws and regulations
applicable to the sale and consumption of alcohol within City limits (including a requirement for
a catering permit; a beer and wine permit for benevolent, charitable and public purpose events; or
a winery sponsored event permit); and

WHEREAS, nothing contained within this Resolution is intended to endorse or support any
particular belief, philosophy, or political position of the Event Sponsor or of the Permitted Event,
and/or its affiliates, associations, contributors, supporters, participants, etc.;

RESOLUTION 2021-
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of
Moscow, Idaho as follows:

SPECIFIC REGULATIONS ON THE SALE AND/OR CONSUMPTION OF BEER
AND/OR WINE DURING MOSCOWBERFEST 2021:

Intent:

This Resolution is intended to allow the sale and consumption of beer and wine only (not liquor),
pursuant to these specific regulations and is not intended to amend or expand the Moscow City
Code or any other applicable law or regulation beyond the scope of the particulars of this
Resolution or beyond the hours of the Permitted Event. Other than as specifically provided herein,
park, sanitary, health, litter, police, fire, sidewalk caf¢, alcohol vending, and other laws and
regulations shall be unaffected by this Resolution. This Resolution is not a waiver of any State,
County, or local requirement of a permit or licensure related to sales and/or distribution of alcohol
including a requirement for a catering permit; a beer and wine permit for benevolent, charitable
and public purpose events; or a winery sponsored event permit. This Resolution shall not establish
precedent nor shall it apply to any event other than the Permitted Event held on the 2nd day of
October, 2021, from 4:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

Liability, Insurance and Safety:

1. No less than ten (10) days prior to the Permitted Event at which the licensed vendor will sell
beer and/or wine, the Event Sponsor shall deliver to the City Clerk one (1) copy of written
proof that the licensed vendor(s) has current, paid up, off-premise liquor liability insurance or
special event insurance in an amount not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) combined
single limits.

2. No less than ten (10) days prior to the first activity of the Permitted Event herein described,

the Event Sponsor shall deliver to the City Clerk one (1) copy of written proof that the

Permitted Event has obtained current, paid up, general liability insurance or special event

insurance in an amount not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) combined single limits.

Such general liability insurance or special event insurance policy shall be primary to any other

insurance related to these events and to that of any potential party subject to a claim related to

the Permitted Event.

City shall be named as an additional insured on the insurance policy of the licensed vendor.

4. No less than ten (10) days prior to the Permitted Event, the Event Sponsor shall deliver to the
City Clerk the signed original of the Application, attached as Attachment “B”, with City to
defend, hold harmless and indemnify City of Moscow, Idaho, its agents, servants, employees,
officers and contractors from any and all claims, causes of action or damages which may arise
from the Event Sponsor’s use of The Entertainment District.

5. The Moscow Police Chief or designee is hereby empowered to order the immediate cessation
of all activities allowed under this Resolution at any time he/she reasonably determines that it
is in the best interest of City to do so. There shall be no appeal from a determination by the
Moscow Police Chief or his designee to terminate all or part of the Permitted Event.

Vendor:

1. The number of licensed vendor’s selling beer and/or wine allowed at the Permitted Event, will
be reviewed and approved as part of the permitting process.
2. All beer and/or wine shall be sold only by a licensed vendor.

RESOLUTION 2021-
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Every licensed vendor shall obtain and shall comply with all alcohol related laws and
regulations, including, but not limited to, the City requirement of a City catering permit; a State
beer and wine permit for benevolent, charitable, or public purpose events; or a winery
sponsored event permit.

The name, address, telephone number, alcohol license permit number of every licensed vendor,
and proof of insurance covering the vendor's activities (as required herein) shall be provided
to the City Clerk no less than ten (10) days prior to the Permitted Event at which such licensed
vendor shall sell beer and/or wine.

The City shall play no role in determining which vendor shall be selected to sell alcoholic
beverages in the Entertainment District during the Permitted Event, unless it is a City
sponsored event.

The Event Sponsor shall provide at least two (2) persons to check proper identification for
those who shall be consuming beer and/or wine during the Permitted Event. These persons
shall be clearly identified and shall be stationed at a central identification checking station
where they shall issue one (1) wristband per individual 21 years of age or older.

The Event Sponsor shall provide at least two (2) law enforcement officers or two (2) guards
from a recognized private security firm to provide security for the Permitted Event. Such
officers or guards shall be clearly identified as such and shall be on duty at all times beer and/or
wine is being served during the Permitted Event. The Event Sponsor shall have sole discretion
on who will provide security at the Permitted Event and shall be responsible for all payment
and costs associated with such security services.

The Event Sponsor and City both specifically understand and acknowledge that the Event
Sponsor shall be solely responsible for any and all liability resulting from action or inaction,
and/or negligence, and/or gross negligence by security provided by the Event Sponsor for the
Permitted Event.

Sales and Consumption:

1.

No less than ten (10) days prior to the Permitted Event at which the licensed vendor will sell
beer and/or wine, the Event Sponsor shall deliver to the City Clerk three (3) copies of a site
map which shall be drawn to show the locations, dimensions of, and relative distances between
the following: (a) the beer and/or wine sales and dispensing area within The Entertainment
District; (b) food sales and service areas; (c) location of identification checking station where
wristbands will be issued. Said site design and any subsequent alterations shall be approved in
writing by Moscow Deputy City Supervisor — Recreation, Culture, and Employee Services or
his/her designee, and by the Moscow Chief of Police prior to the Permitted Event.

All beer and/or wine sales and dispensing shall take place within the area designated by the
Event Sponsor and as shown on the site map required by this Resolution.

All food sales and service shall have a space of no less than ten feet (10°) between the approved
beer and/or wine sales and dispensing area and the food sales or service area.

Identification checking station shall include a minimum of two (2) persons to check proper
identification. These persons shall be clearly identified and be responsible for the issuance of
wristbands denoting attendees are of legal drinking age.

No person shall be allowed to purchase, possess or consume open containers of beer and/or
wine other than within the Permitted Event footprint as shown on the Event Site Map required
by this Resolution and only persons with a designated wristband shall be allowed to purchase,
possess or consume beer and/or wine.

RESOLUTION 2021-
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6. All beer and/or wine shall be dispensed in and consumed from an opaque or paper container.
Such container shall be a readily identifiable container not more than sixteen ounces (16 0z.)
in size which shall not bear a logo for an alcoholic beverage.

7. Every occupant within The Entertainment District shall provide identification to law
enforcement officers or City employees at any point in time or location when requested to do
SO.

8. No person under twenty-one (21) years of age shall be allowed to wear the designated
wristband at any time during the Permitted Event.

9. A sign shall be prominently posted at or near the area designated for beer and/or wine sales
and dispensing stating that service to persons under twenty-one (21) years of age is prohibited.

10. Beer and/or wine shall be sold only within the designated area in The Entertainment District
and only between the hours of 4:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m. local time on the 2™ day of October,
2021, during the Permitted Event.

11. Beer and/or wine shall be consumed only within The Entertainment District between the hours
of 4:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m. local time on the 2" day of October, 2021, during the Permitted
Event.

12. No person shall carry or consume any alcoholic beverage within The Entertainment District
which is not purchased or dispensed from the licensed vendor(s) at the Permitted Event.
Consumption of alcohol outside of The Entertainment District, in any public street, highway,
alley, lane, sidewalk, public or private parking lot, conveyance, or primary and secondary
school facility in the City of Moscow, shall be considered a violation of the City’s open
container ordinance.

Fee:

The Event Sponsor shall submit to the City Clerk, within ten (10) days of the event, the required
fee established by Council that is associated with this Resolution.

Failure To Comply:

Failure to comply with this Resolution shall expose any such person to all relevant civil and
criminal consequences and may result in denial of subsequent applications for alcohol permits in
public parks for a period of no less than five (5) years.
